Three different processes are used for the manufacture of our ponds: The common deep-
drawing technology for the PE-ponds; the HDPE-medels will be manufactured in rofary forming
and the glass filbre reinforced (GFK) ponds will be manufactured by traditional laminating

of glass fibre mats with following heat chamber drying.

1. Marking the Shape

Place the selected pond af the desired location and
mark the contour with stakes along the outer edge
of the pond. Trace the lower zones lying inside on the
ground.

2. Excavating and filling sand
layer
It is best to start excavating the deepest part, then "model”
the bog areas and finally the boeg edge. The pif sheuld be
wider and deeper by approximately 10 cm than the actual
pond shape, because later the pond will be washed in
with sand. Stones and rools musl be remaoved from the pit
and an approximately 10 cm thick sand layer filed in o the
pit and compacted.

3. Aligning the pond

The pre-fabricated pond is then positicned and aligned
with a spirt level. Here, a roof batten, placed across the
pond, is a good help. Befare washing in, the pand should
be filed to 1/3 with water o prevent the pre-fabricated
pond from floating,

4. Washing in the pond

Once the pond has been allgned, the free space
between pit and pond shell will be filed with sand

and then washed in with a lot of water, so that it will not
sag fo one side.

5. Filling the pond with water
and planting

Before any further filling with water, planting In the pond

will be carried ouf accordingly, if 5o wished. Finally,

the pend will be completely filled with water and

already ofter a short time it can be seen, how the most

different living things establish themselves gradually.
